From the Superintendent … 
 

The Student Outreach Service Club (SOS) is a newly formed club at the high school.  
We are very excited about this new club which is the brainchild of Ryan Bernhold, a 
Minster High School junior.  We have a parent who has graciously volunteered to 
advise the club.  The purpose of the club is to promote community service and to give 
our young people an opportunity to reach out to others and give back to the community. 
 
All grade levels of Minster students have volunteered and supported community 
service projects such as Pennies for Patients, the Diabetes Association, Relay for Life, 
Auglaize County United Way, the Caring Tree, the New Orleans School Project, Red 
Cross Blood Drives and other worthwhile causes.  When students are empowered they 
can and do make a positive difference in the world in which we live.  
 
Our high school students need community service hours to meet part of the criteria for 
National Honor Society.  Colleges and universities also want to see community service 
hours that have been completed while students are in high school.   
 
The first project of the SOS was a weekend at Wagner’s IGA collecting monies for the 
Haiti earthquake victims.  It was a huge success and we thank Wally Wagner for 
allowing us to set up our table in the store and also for his generous donation.   
 
There are currently 76 high school students who are participating as club members.  
Students will be matched up with various agencies, organizations, as well as 
individuals who need a helping hand.  Hours will be logged and each student will get 
credit for those hours volunteered.   
 

The benefits of students participating in community service are many.  It increases positive feelings and decreases stress.  
Students who volunteer forge bonds with each other as well as other members of the community.  The bonds enhance 
interpersonal skills and increase social networks.  Volunteerism can lead to an increased care for others and a desire to 
cooperate and get involved in positive ways.  With each new volunteer experience, old skills are practiced and further 
developed while new skills are learned.  New information is integrated with past experiences thus the knowledge base 
grows.

OHIO GRADUATION TEST (OGT) 
 
*All sophomore students will be taking the O.G.T. the week of March 15 - 19, 2010. 
Here are some answers to frequently asked questions regarding the test.  If you have further questions or concerns, feel 
free to contact Mrs. Gavit at 419-628-2324. 
*Please refrain from any appointments during this important week of testing.  All tests will be administered in the 
morning. 
 
What are the purposes of the Ohio Graduation Test? 
The purposes of the OGT are to: 

• Ensure that students who receive a high school diploma demonstrate at least high school levels of achievement 
• Measure the level of reading, writing, mathematics, science, and social studies skills expected of students at the 

end of the 10th grade 
• Meet the federal requirement for high school testing 

 
What time of year do students take the OGT? 
Students take the OGT for the first time in the spring of their sophomore year.  Students can continue to take the tests in 
the fall and spring of their junior and senior years, and again during the summer. 
 
How many questions are on the OGT tests? 
OGT tests have approximately 35 multiple-choice questions, and up to 8 constructed (written) response items. 
 
How long will the students have to take the tests? 
Students have up to two and one-half hours to take each of the tests. 
 
How are the students in Minster getting prepared for these tests? 
Teachers in most subject areas have state standards that must be addressed in their course offerings.  These standards 
describe what students should know and be able to do as a result of the programs in grades 9 - 12.  By addressing these 
standards in the classrooms, our students will be better prepared for the upcoming testing.

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Last September three students ventured into a project 
that has brought them to a realization that as teens, 
accomplishments can be made. Raina Wilson, Justin 
Luebke and Skylar Wuebker accepted the huge 
challenge of  “The Giving Doll” program, which is all 
about giving aid to those in traumatic or disadvantaged 
situations.  For three teens, this was a hard task, but also 
one worth doing.  They wanted to help, but weren’t 
entirely sure how to really tackle their goal.  Using a 
planning process, they addressed how to acquire funds (a 
shorts day donation from the students for their project 
needs) and with whom they might partner to accomplish 
the various tasks and needed skills, like sewing.  They 
contacted a local embroidery shop that eventually 
donated the time and the cost of the faces of the dolls.  In 

November some chapter parents helped with more 
necessary fabric donations along with skills of cutting 
and construction of the dolls and the clothing.  In 
January another partnering to construct carrying bags 
and blankets took place.  Purchased with their funds, 
voice boxes have been inserted into the soft bodies. 
 
As the three teens complete their construction and the 
dolls develop character, they realize the hardest decision 
is to identify agencies that will give each doll ensemble 
its final home to a child in need.  Selecting agencies for 
distribution to help complete their final task has been 
difficult.  They have chosen the St. Marys Post of the 
Ohio Highway Patrol and the Women’s Shelter of 
Auglaize County.   

 

 
 
 

ATTENTION PARENTS OF HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS 
 
The high school guidance office is using a web-based program called PrepHQ to communicate with students and parents.  
You can access it through our high school’s website by clicking the guidance quick link.  All registered students have 
their own personal account.  Each email address listed in this account receives messages from the guidance office.  
Information that you can obtain through this site includes 

• Upcoming events  
• College planning  
• Scholarships  
• Summer programs  
• Financial aid information 

Parents can add email addresses to student accounts by logging on through the guidance quick link. 
 
If your student HAS registered (most juniors and seniors):  

• Ask your student for his/her user name and password 
• Login to PrepHQ 
• Click on “Settings” on the lower left side; enter the password to change settings 
• Enter the parent email address(es) 
• Click “Save Changes” 
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If your student HAS NOT registered (sophomores and freshmen): 
• Click on “Click Here to Register” in the gray box on the left side 
• When prompted, enter the student’s last name and student ID number  
• Follow the registration steps and enter the parent email addresses 

 
Mrs. Gavit will be working during the upcoming weeks during the noon flex-time to get freshmen and sophomores 
registered. 
 
Students’ privacy is fiercely guarded.  Student names, e-mail addresses, or any other personally identifiable information 
will NOT be shared with sponsors or any other third parties. 
 

POST-SECONDARY OPTION DEADLINE 
 
In 1989 the Ohio General Assembly passed legislation to create the Post-secondary Option Program allowing high school 
students to enroll in college courses for high school and college credit.  Qualified students in grades 9-12 are eligible to 
participate.  In order to participate, students must meet notification deadlines and participate along with their parent(s) in a 
counseling session with the high school guidance counselor.  Any student who is interested in PSEOP or who would like 
more information should contact Mrs. Gavit, the high school guidance counselor, at 419-628-2324 to set up an 
appointment.  Students are required to complete the counseling session and have paperwork signed by March 30 if they 
plan to participate in the 2010-11 school year.  
 
There is a power point presentation about the program on the high school website.  Click on the guidance tab under the 
quick links then “Shared Files” on the PrepHQ site. 
 
 

WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW ABOUT FINANCIAL AID 
 
From the Ohio Association of College Admission Counselors 
 
HOW DO YOU GET FINANCIAL AID? 
First you apply.  For high school seniors, NOW IS THE TIME!  If you are a high school senior you should already have 
completed the FAFSA online.  It is important that you and your parents complete it as soon as possible for first 
consideration for financial aid.  Be sure to list all the colleges (up to six) that you are considering and put their code 
numbers on the form. 
 
A few weeks after you have sent your completed FAFSA you should: 
 
1.  Check with all colleges you are considering to see if any additional forms or information is required. 
2.  Receive a student aid report in the mail. 
3.  Read the student aid report and verify that the information reported is correct.  If not, be sure to make corrections and 

return the form to be updated. 
4.  When your student aid report is correct keep the report until you have decided which college to attend.  You will then 

turn in the student aid report to the college you have chosen. 
 
In March you should begin to receive offers of financial aid from the colleges to which you’ve applied. 
 
1.  After you receive all financial aid awards you can compare actual costs.  Take the total price (tuition, room, board & 

fees) and subtract the amount of financial aid offered to you.  You will then know how much each college will 
actually cost. 

2.  Call any college’s financial aid office to ask questions about any part of your financial aid award that you do not 
understand. 

3.  You have until May 1 to make a final decision on which college you will attend and to submit an enrollment deposit 
to that college.  Be sure to notify all other colleges that you won’t be attending.
